Fajardo graduated with a BA in Communications from
California State University, San Bernardino, and later
obtained an MBA from California Baptist University.

She currently serves on the Arlington Business
Council for the Riverside Chambers of Commerce and
on the Emergency Food and Shelter Program (EFSP)
