Community members are encouraged to
engage on FARSB’s social media platforms to better understand California’s food stamps (SNAP)
program.

Known federally as the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), CalFresh is a free
nutrition assistance program that helps qualified households and individuals in meeting their
nutritional needs.

FARSB’s CalFresh Outreach team is available to assist families and individuals in the application
process by phone or in-person appointments. Additional opportunities to meet with the CalFresh
Outreach team will be held throughout the Inland Empire.

98% of every dollar donated will go to food programs and 100% of it will stay in Riverside and
San Bernardino Counties.
