They are people who have 
lost income due to an illness or a job loss.  They are seniors who live on a fixed income 
and cannot afford nutritional sustenance.  They are children whose families must choose 
between paying rent or buying food. 

The people we feed are people just like you and I who’ve come across hard times.

Our food bank does so much more than just feed people.  We give hope at times when people need it.  We are a resource to 
many when life takes a downturn, unexpectedly.
